The HCPC has assessed the length of time that International route registrants remained registered for
following their first registration. This analysis is hoped to contribute to wider workforce planning efforts.

METHODS

All new international route Prosthetists / orthotists first registering between 01 July 2013 and 30 June 2017
were included (n=36) and their registration status at least four years later determined. The registrant's
nationalities were grouped by World Bank income categories as at 2015 into High Income Countries (HIC) or
Low & Middle Income Countries (LMIC). The Kaplan-Meier method was used to estimate the percent
remaining registered and the corresponding 95% confidence intervals for those estimates.

RESULTS

Overall international route retention
Prosthetists / orthotists remaining on the HCPC
register:

After two years: 86% (95% Cl:70% to 94%)
After four years: 72% (95% Cl: 55% to 84%)

CONCLUSIONS

Almost three quarters of new International route
Prosthetists / orthotists remained on the HCPC
register four years after their first registration,
though the small number of them meant it was
not possible to do any sub group analyses.

For all HCPC professions combined, lower four-
year retention rates were observed in
international route registrants who were one or
more of younger, female or from HIC, particularly
from those outside of Europe.

In these regards, international route Prosthetists
/ orthotists, in comparison to all other HCPC
professions combined, were:

* more likely to be aged 30+ (39% vs. 34%)

* more likely to be male (61% vs. 32%)

* more likely to be from LMIC:

* HIC Europe (42% vs. 45%)
* HIC other (33% vs. 36%)
« LMIC (25% vs. 18%)

The difference in these percentages, particularly
in terms of age and country income group, may
in part explain the mid-range level of
international route retention for Prosthetists /
orthotists.
